The dialogue sessions are designed to enable attendees to have opportunities to engage in conversations with members of the several panels in a less formal setting, broadening the possibilities of dialogue beyond the normal question and answer periods that follow major presentations.  These sessions should also provide opportunities for speakers to elaborate on points that may merit further development, but which time did not permit during the regular session.  


The sessions are generally set up so that 15-25 people at a time may participate, enabling a greater degree of participation by individuals.  However, there are several sessions in which you will find that part of or a whole panel has decided to engage with attendees in a larger setting. Their rationale is that they and their audience will benefit from having the whole panel in a “q and a” session for the 40 minutes.  These sessions have been assigned a larger room setting.  


Four of the dialogue sessions will be led by guest speakers not participating on the panels in the main program. In Rounds One and Two Saturday morning, Patricia Hughes Baumer will lead two sessions on raising awareness of the role and value of lay preaching within the Christian community. 

In Rounds Three and Four Saturday afternoon, Bridget Mary Meehan and Valerie Dixon will lead two sessions on the ordination of women, and look forward to expounding on the routes they took to their own ordinations. We see these dialogues as an extension of the Panel on “Women in Ministry.”  


In addition to the sessions formally established for Saturday morning and afternoon, we have set aside time Saturday evening (8:00 pm to 9:15 pm) to allow for more dialogue sessions (Round Five). Attendees are invited to put forth their ideas, concerns, hopes and dreams about IECs and ministry for dialogue during Round Five. If you would like to lead a dialogue session on a topic of your choice, please sign up at the designated area (TBA) by noon on Saturday and indicate your topic for discussion.

Baumer, Patricia Hughes


Patricia Hughes Baumer, MA/Divinity, teaches homiletics at St. John’s University in Collegeville, Minnesota, and lectures widely in the field of ministry development and writes for theological and pastoral journals, including Liturgy, America, and New Theology Review.  She is cofounder and director of Partners in Preaching (www.PartnersInPreaching.org), a ministry of consultation, training, and formation. Its mission is to prepare and support women and men, ordained and lay, for a ritual preaching ministry and to raise awareness of the role and value of lay preaching within the Christian community. Patricia and her husband Fred have implemented preaching programs within the dioceses of Saginaw, Michigan, Great Falls-Billings, Montana, and the St. Paul-Minneapolis archdiocese. 

Callahan, Bill

Rev. Bill Callahan is a cofounder and codirector of the Quixote Center, a national and international justice center in the metropolitan Washington, D.C. area of Brentwood, Maryland.  He is the author of Noisy Contemplation: Deep Prayer for Busy People, a best-seller in the field of spirituality. His work today focuses on Quest for Peace, the center’s program of development assistance and challenge to globalization on behalf of the Nicaraguan poor. Bill is a longtime gardener and lover of the earth.

Cardman, Francine

Francine Cardman is Associate Professor of Historical Theology and Church History at the School of Theology and Ministry at Boston College.  Her work focuses on questions of history, theology, and practice, particularly in regard to Christian antiquity and contemporary issues.  Teaching and research interests include the history and theology of early Christianity, early Christian ethics, the history of Christian spirituality, feminist theology, and ecumenism.
Coriden, James A.


Rev. James A. Coriden, JCD, JD, is a professor of church law and dean emeritus at the Washington Theological Union in Washington, D.C.  He is a presbyter of the diocese of Gary, Indiana, where he was ordained in 1957. He served in the tribunal and chancery in Gary and then taught canon law in the Department of Theology at Catholic University until 1975. In 1987 he received the Canon Law Society of America’s prestigious Role of Law Award. His doctorate is in canon law from the Gregorian University in Rome, and he earned his JD at Catholic University of America. Among his many writings are the recent The Parish in Catholic Tradition: History, Theology and Canon Law (1997), Canon Law As Ministry: Freedom and Good Order for the Church (2000), and The Rights of Catholics in the Church (2007). His many articles appear in such journals as Jurist, Studia Canonica, Theological Studies, and New Theology Review. Fr. Coriden has recently been exploring the question of the pastoral care of the divorced and remarried Catholics. 
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D’Antonio, William V.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1William V. D’Antonio, PhD, is a fellow at the Life Cycle Institute at Catholic University (CU) in Washington, D.C., after a long career in the field of sociology, the capstone of which was as CEO of the American Sociological Association 1982 to 1991. He received Emeritus Professor status from the University of Connecticut in 1986 and, after retiring from ASA, joined the CU sociology faculty as a visiting research professor. The Center for Applied Research in the Apostolate (CARA) will honor him in October 2009 with the Louis Luzbetak Award for his career of distinguished church research. The Center for the Study of Religion and Society of the Department of Sociology at Notre Dame established an annual award in his name in 2008 to recognize the year’s most outstanding graduate student. Past honors include an honorary Doctor of Humane Letters from St. Michael's College in Vermont and a Fulbright Senior Fellowship. Bill is the coauthor of eight books and coeditor of four others, the most recent, American Catholics Today: New Realities of Their Faith and Their Church and Voices of the Faithful, Loyal Catholics Striving for Change.  He taught at Michigan State University, University of Notre Dame (also department chair), and the University of Connecticut (also department chair).

Dillon, Michele 

Michele Dillon, PhD, is an author, sociologist, and associate professor of historical theology and church history at the University of New Hampshire. Her research and writing focus on religion and culture, with emphasis on pressing questions about the place of religion in contemporary society, moral politics surrounding abortion and gay rights, and commitment and dissent among Catholics. Her work emphasizes a pluralistic approach. She is a past chair of the American Sociological Association religion section and is the current president of the Association for the Sociology of Religion. With her husband Paul Wink, she coauthored the 2007 book, In the Course of a Lifetime: Tracing Religious Belief, Practice, and Change.
Dixon, Valerie


Rev. Valerie W. Dixon, MA, DM, is an associate priest at St. John’s Episcopal Church in Niantic, Connecticut. She chairs a prison ministry committee of the Episcopal Diocese of Connecticut (Faith Behind Bars); serves on the board of A Sacred Place Inc., which promotes spiritually based programs for women in prison; serves on the design team for Epiphany, a mentoring program for ex-offenders; and coordinates the Chrysalis Community Interfaith Living Unit at the York Correctional Institution in Niantic. Valerie received degrees at Stanford, Catholic University of America, and the Episcopal Divinity School in Cambridge, Massachusetts.  She has extensive experience in pastoral care, education, leadership, and is a mother of three grown children.

Egbulem, Chris Nwaka


Chris Nwaka Egbulem is founder of four international nonprofit organizations—two for which he serves as president and director: Amen Foundation and Action Africa Inc., based in Washington, D.C., and focusing on health, education, and sustainable development for African children and families in rural villages. He is a visiting professor at the Institute for Black Catholic Studies at Xavier University of New Orleans.  Following his graduate work at the University of Kinshasa in the Congo, he studied at the University of  Notre Dame, and the Catholic University in Washington. D.C. Chris is the author of The Power of Africentric Celebrations: Inspirations from the Zairean Liturgy, based on a liturgy developed in Kinshasa and approved by the Vatican in 1988 for the Catholic dioceses of Zaire [Congo].  He is married, has a family, and worships and celebrates with Communitas.
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Fiedler, Maureen


Maureen Fiedler, PhD, is a Sister of Loretto, and hosts Interfaith Voices, an hour-long radio show heard on 62 public and community radio stations in the United States and Canada, including WAMU 88.5 FM in Washington, D.C.  She has been involved in interfaith activities for more than three decades as an active participant in coalitions working for social justice, racial and gender equality, and peace.  She served as a codirector of the Quixote Center for 26 years, and has been a commentator on National Public Radio and a guest on the News Hour with Jim Lehrer, the Diane Rehm Show and CNN, discussing religious issues. Maureen coedited Rome Has Spoken: A Guide to Forgotten Papal Statements and How They Have Changed Through the Centuries (1998) and is writing a new book on women as emerging leaders in the world of religion, forthcoming in 2010. She is a public speaker on issues of justice, interfaith relations, women’s rights, religion and politics, and the coverage of religion in the media and holds a doctorate from Georgetown University in the field of government. 

Fox, Zeni V.


Zeni V. Fox, PhD, is professor of pastoral theology at Immaculate Conception Seminary in South Orange, New Jersey. Her doctoral dissertation focused on the role of the laity in the church: “Lay Ministries: A Critical Three-Dimensional Study.” She is the author of New Ecclesial Ministry: Lay Professionals Serving the Church, published by Sheed and Ward (1997), and is the coauthor of Leadership for Youth Ministry, published by St. Mary Press (1984). She has a background in religious education and has served as an advisor to the United States Bishops Committee on Lay Ministry. She lectures frequently throughout the country on this topic. 
Keating, Ted

Fr. Ted Keating, SM, is the Provincial superior of the Marist Fathers and Brothers of the US.  He was executive director of the Conference of Major Superiors of Men’s Institutes from 1999 to 2005, and director for justice and peace there for six years previous as well. He has been a seminary formation director, and pastor in a multicultural parish in New Orleans. A defense lawyer before entering the Marists, Ted practiced law in Chicago for seven years and later refugee and asylum law with Central American refugees during much of the 1980s. He has done graduate studies in political science at Loyola University–Chicago and theological studies at Catholic University of America. He was as a consultant to the Bishops Ad Hoc Committee on Sexual Abuse for three years and to the International Policy Committee for many years as well. He was involved as a consultant during the drafting of the Dallas Charter and Norms from the religious order perspective and throughout the bishops’ Dallas meeting. He was also responsible for staffing the response for the men’s religious orders.

Kemp, Raymond B.


Rev. Raymond B. Kemp, a senior fellow at Georgetown University’s Woodstock Theological Center, Washington, D.C., is coordinator of Preaching the Just Word. He is immediate past pastor of Holy Comforter–St. Cyprian Catholic Church (1986–1992) and former pastor of St. Augustine’s—both historic African American churches in Washington, D.C. Father Kemp has served as Secretary for Parish Life and Worship and director of Renew for the Archdiocese of Washington. He is a graduate of St. Mary’s Seminary in Baltimore, with a bachelor’s in philosophy and the Licentiate in Sacred Theology degree. His areas of interest are pastoral theology, liturgy, preaching, Christian initiation, community organizing, urban development, and urban politics. He has written articles for Worship, The Catechumenate, Church, Liturgy 90, National Catholic Reporter, and National Jesuit News, and is the author of A Journey in Faith: An Experience of the Catechumenate (1979). 
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MacDonald, Victoria

Victoria MacDonald, MA, heads a company she founded in 2004, Take-Wing, which encompasses spiritual direction practice, retreat and workshop presentations, and consultations, primarily in Alamo and Oakland, California. She is on the board of the Interfaith Chapel at the Presidio in San Francisco and is the former program administrator of San Damiano Retreat Center in Danville, California, and a board member of the Interfaith Council of Contra Costa County. This work broadened her perspectives and connections with persons of diverse cultural backgrounds and spiritual traditions and as a result, she began interfaith mornings of prayer and coordinated quarterly Days of Dialogue for Gays, Lesbians, Their Families and Friends. After graduation from Providence College of Nursing in Oakland and Gonzaga University in Spokane, she began her career as a registered nurse. Later, completing a master’s in spirituality, she engaged in retreat and conference work. She has helped coordinate retreats for churches, synagogues, temples, and organizations of the Interfaith Council.

McClory, Robert

Robert McClory, associate professor emeritus at Northwestern University in Illinois, former priest of the Archdiocese of Chicago, and lecturer at Loyola University, is a founding editor of Call to Action News and the Chicago Call to Action, organized in 1977-78. He has a master’s in journalism from the Medill School at Northwestern and following his priesthood was a reporter/editor of The Daily Defender, Chicago’s widely circulated Black newspaper. He coauthored the play Haunted by God: The Life of Dorothy Day, produced in 1990. Author of seven books, his recent work As It Was in the Beginning: The Coming Democratization of the Catholic Church received first place for history honors in the 2007 awards by the Catholic Press Association.  

Meehan, Bridget Mary


Bridget Mary Meehan received her B.A. from Immaculata College, PA, in 1973; her M.S. from Catholic University in 1980; and her Doctor of Ministry from Virginia Episcopal Seminary in 1987. She is the author of 19 books including The Healing Power of Prayer, Praying with Women in the Bible, Exploring the Feminine Face of God, and Praying with Visionary Women.  She is a popular conference speaker, workshop leader, and consultant on women's spirituality.  In 1996 Bridget Mary designed an innovative television program, God Talk, which brings people of different faith traditions together to discuss contemporary ethical and spiritual issues.  She has also created education videos on women in the ancient Celtic tradition. In 2006 she was ordained a Roman Catholic woman priest and a bishop in 2009.
Mooney, John

John Mooney, PhD, a former Chicago Province Jesuit (18 years) and Catholic priest (7 years), 
is retired and doing human development work with the Instituto Juan XXIII in Nicaragua. He taught philosophy at Xavier University in Cincinnati for three years and was a local government manager for 27 years.  His master’s is in theology from the Jesuit Hochschule Sankt Georgen in Frankfurt, Germany, and Maser I Public Administration from Western Michigan University. He received his doctorate in philosophy from the University of Toronto; his dissertation topic, “Aquinas’s Use of Self-Realization as an Ethical Principle in the Summa Theologiae.” He has been a member of the NOVA Catholic Community since 1990 and is the father of two young-adult children.
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Moynihan, John


John Moynihan, MBA, is a retired publisher of magazines and directories serving fashion manufacturing industries nationally and internationally and, since 2002, is involved in politics and social justice. He has served on the staff of CRISPAZ, a non-governmental organization involved in El Salvador, and worked for Voice of the Faithful as communications director. Mondays during his junior year at Boston College, his theology professor gave a recap of what happened at Vatican II the previous week. He has been active ever since in the Catholic reform movement. In 1972 John helped found the People of the Promise, an Intentional Eucharistic Community (IEC) in the Boston area. He worked to network the IECs in the Boston area and served as editor of the Call to Action New England newsletter. For the Boston College Alumni Association, he has led member delegations of alums to the annual Ignatian Family Teach-In and School of the Americas Protest March held each year at Fort Benning, Georgia. He is married to the former Judith Best, has three children, one grandchild and another expected. 

Nangle, Joseph


Joe Nangle, OFM, is a member of the Holy Name Province of the Franciscan order. Ordained in 1958, he first did rural missionary work in Bolivia, then urban ministry in Peru 1964 to 1975. He was on staff at the U.S. Catholic Mission Council 1977–80, served the conference of Major Superiors of Men/USA 1982 to 1990, and joined Sojourners magazine 1990–1994. For the last 15 years he was the executive director of the Franciscan Mission Service, responsible for all phases of the overseas lay mission program for all OFM provinces in North America. He is a regular priest presider at PAX, Caldwell, NOVA, and Greenbelt intentional communities. His new book, Engaged Spirituality: Faith Life in the Heart of the Empire, shows how the radical challenge to “love God and our neighbors as ourselves” can transform the understanding and practice of one’s faith.

Philibert, Paul


Paul Philibert, OP, professor of pastoral theology at the University of Fribourg, Switzerland, is the author of the recent, timely, readable book The Priesthood of the Faithful: Key to the Living Church.  He probes the theological and spiritual significance of living one’s baptism as a lifelong commitment to the mission of Christ and transformation of the laity as part of the revitalization of the church. He draws heavily on teachings from Vatican II and the writings of respected theologians, especially Edward Schillebeeckx, OP.

Sammon, Jean


Jean Sammon, MA, has been a NETWORK organizer since March 2001, and prior to that was an associate lobbyist with the organization from 1998–2000. Jean coordinates grassroots legislative advocacy for NETWORK and facilitates workshops on political involvement for parishes, colleges, and community groups. Her master’s is in humanities and her bachelor’s is in computer and information science. Before joining NETWORK, she worked as a systems engineer for IBM and was a volunteer social justice advocate. She served as a board member of the social action agency of the diocese of Cleveland and was the founding chair of the social concerns commission at St. Basil parish in Cleveland. Jean is now an active member of the Justice and Service Committee of St. Aloysius parish in Washington, D.C.  NETWORK legislative updates in one’s e-mail box come from Jean.
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Stokan, Jean


Jean Stokan, MA, is a policy advisor to Pax Christi USA: National Catholic Peace Movement, for whom she served as policy director for the last seven years, and now assumes a new position as director of the Justice Team, Sisters of Mercy of the Americas. At the Washington, D.C., office of Pax Christi, she has monitored policy issues and coordinated advocacy strategy.  She also served as liaison to other national Catholic organizations and to coalition efforts in the broader interfaith community on justice and peace initiatives. Jean worked for SHARE Foundation for 15 years, focusing on poverty and development issues in El Salvador and Central America. She has led dozens of delegations to El Salvador, organized human rights networks, and coordinated advocacy strategy on issues addressing the war, poverty, land and trade policies. Her master’s in social work (from the University of Maryland) gave her a passion for community organizing.  She also writes poetry on social justice. She has been active in intentional communities for 20 years, including Assisi Community, with husband Scott Wright and daughter Maura. 

Surlis, Paul


Paul Surlis, PhD, was ordained in Maynooth, Ireland, in 1961 and did a doctorate there.  His thesis was titled, “Natural Law in Anglicanism.” He worked in San Angelo, Texas, and then in Corpus Christi with Bishop Thomas J. Drury, who took him as his theologian to the concluding session of the Second Vatican Council. Paul taught Catholic social teaching and theologies of liberation at St. John’s University in New York from 1975 to 2000, after which he retired and came to live in Crofton, Maryland. His recent writings include these articles: “The Spiral of Violence: A Framework for Understanding Aspects of Violence;” “The War in Iraq: Unjust, Illegal, Immoral,” “Dutch Dominicans Address the Priest Shortage,” and “A Social Creed for the 21st Century.” Psurlis@aol.com

Barbara Sutton, PhD, is a member of the Caldwell Community, for which she is an associate minister and serves on the community building team.
